“Following last year’s sold-out show, we made a strategic decision to bring this unique event to 
the growing Hispanic community by broadcasting ‘Los Premios de la Radio’ live on our Estrella 
TV stations for local audiences for the first time,” said Lenard Liberman, Executive Vice President 
of LBI Media.
