Estrella TV to Broadcast Jenni Rivera Special Tonight

Popular Mexican Musician and “Los Premios de la Radio” Artist of the Year
Sits for One-on-One Interview with Pepe Garza

Her latest album debuted on
September 8" titled, “Jenni.”

Last week, Rivera was named the “Los Premios de la Radio” 2008 Artist of the Year for the
second year in a row, and the Best Female Soloist of 2008.
