“Los Premios de la Radio” will be simulcast live on KRCA. The event will air on LBI Media’s remaining 
O&O stations on November 11th at 6:00 p.m. local time for the red carpet pre-show and 7:00 p.m. for the 
awards ceremony. On Estrella affiliate stations, “Premios” will broadcast at 7:00 p.m. local time for red 
carpet and at 8:00 p.m. for the ceremony.
